It was home to numerous British units up to 19athpng the more famous officers who
served there were General Munro and Lord Cardigeoops from the barracks were
centrally involved in opposing the rebels during 1916 Rising. The murder of Francis
Sheehy Skeffington occurred in the guardroom. Tdredaks was taken over by Irish
troops on 17 May 1922 and became the General Haddgs of the National Army.
General Michael Collins lived in the barracks aingas from there he departed on his
fateful tour of the South in Aug of that year. lireently serves as the Headquarters of
2nd Eastern Brigade,"2nfantry Battalion and the"2Cavalry Squadron.
